The Irish Travellers are the largest minority in Ireland. There are about 25,000 Irish Travellers in
Ireland and 1,300 in Northern Ireland. They are a little understood nomadic community, who
have many difficulties to overcome if they are to survive as a culture and gain acceptance into
Irish  society.

Changing needs of society and
progress have eliminated the jobs that could support a culture on wheels.
Irish Travellers are poor, undereducated, and on the receiving end of discrimination. Their life
expectancy is lower than average while their infant mortality rate is higher than average. As is
the case with the Romani, the Irish Travellers are seen by many as a group of immoral, ignorant
criminals and con artists.

Origins of writing in China

Most linguists believe that writing was (0) invented in China during the latter half of the 2nd
millennium BC.
